she says.

Trivett endeavoured to
push herself with the piece.

“I wanted to challenge
myself by working with
a little bit more classical
vocabulary,” she says,
explaining she decided to
use less floor work as a
result.

“It came from a place
working in Belgium where
I was learning a lot of floor
work in a very different
style and I wanted to
get away from that and
challenge myself to revisit
some more neoclassical
vocabulary but with a
contemporary approach,”
she says.

This is the third piece
Trivett has created for

Coastal City Ballet. She
sought to offer some of her
influences as well as the
material and approaches
she’s been exposed to
abroad, sharing them with
her Vancouver charges.

“Nowadays, when you’re
a dancer in a company, I’d
say anywhere, you’re really
having to contribute as an
artist.We’re past the days
where the choreographer
really just spoonfeeds
everything,” she says.

She encourages her
dancers to learn to express
themselves.

“That’s what’s going
to get them the job, is if
they show initiative and are
asking questions or seem
to be being a little bit more
proactive in their role as an
interpreter. I like to push
that,” she says.

Trivett also offers
workshops and classes
at The Dance Centre
with Debbie Lee Dance,
Vancouver Academy
of Music, and Lower
Lonsdale’s West Coast
Osteopathy and Wellness
(erica-trivett.com).
